The Logistics Support Analysis-eXPert (LSA-XP) application is part of General Dynamics Network Systems initiative to supply the Intelligence Information, Command and Control Equipment and Enhancements Contract (ICE2) to the Department of Defense Intelligence Information Systems (DODIIS) community.  ICE2, under the Single Service Logistics Support (SSLSM) program is a coordinated “all Services” contract that allows flexible response to changing Information Technology support requirements (such as hardware maintenance and complex network design).

The LSA-XP application is a budget modeling tool used to project staffing and hardware break-fix costs.  Acted as the sole developer in a continued push to upgrade LSA-XP from version 2.0 (current production version) to version 3.0.  Responsible for taking a broken application with very little in-house technical support and standing up the application and providing an assessment of the application's status along with a projected path forward.  This included correcting and enhancing the navigational flow of the interview wizard process.  Also added system processing in porting from a Sybase database to Oracle, this involved both updating and creating new java processes along with multiple database schema changes.  Acted as the lead in requirements gathering for an overhaul of the modeling algorithm to support high-level technical services positions and multiple coverage type selections.

Defense Personal Property System (DPS) is a key application in the Department of Defense’s Family First program.  DPS is a fully automated and integrated online J2EE system which will provide a better quality experience when service members and their families are required to move.  DPS does this by linking varies third party agents and providing them with a centralized application in which they can communicate and facilitate the entire move process.  

Joined the project as a developer during phase two construction and provided trouble shooting and bug fixing support on the Costing CWA module, which helps determine the correct amount of charge the government will incur for a particular move.  Implemented additional features and added performance improvements to the Forms module that is responsible for printing all of the system wide pdfs.   Built onto JDO knowledge in both modules to perform all data interaction, along with tying into persistence manager structure.  Converted the 2DMSL module, which interfaces into the application to provide the user with the ability to print 2-dimensional mailing labels, from using Coldfusion/IIS to an ASP/IIS framework.  All the mentioned modules have entailed detailed requirements gathering and scrubbing, keeping current with weekly database model changes, and fixing of any bugs reported from various testing cycles.  Also performed multiple peer code reviews for varies modules in the system.
