· The ERDS system consists of an Adobe Acrobat forms interface as the primary data input mechanism; an Adobe Acrobat plug-in that provides data import functionality to the Acrobat forms; Adobe Document Server with Reader Extensions (ADS/RE) for creating and extracting Acrobat forms; a J2EE application layer utilizing EJB, XML, Castor, and Hibernate to persist data to a DB2 data store; an EJB based server-side rules engine; and a reporting system utilizing EJB to extract data from DB2 to be presented on the web in HTML via XML/XSL transformation.  

· Originally brought on in the summer of 2004 to be a development team member on the ERDS project utilizing his skills with XSL in the construction of the ERDS Disclosure Room reporting system.
